LAVENDER SKY
Ch.m. 2004 by Mt. Livermore – Munnaya by Nijinsky II

Lavender Sky is talented racemare who proved her abilities in graded stakes efforts against some of the West Coast’s most accomplished turf performers. By the sire of three Eclipse Award winners, she is from one of the most outstanding international female lines in the world today.

Lavender Sky is by Mt. Livermore, a top-class sprinter, who subsequently became one of the most important sons of Blushing Groom (a horse to whom Lavender Sky bears a marked physical similarity). Mt. Livermore is responsible for 75 stakes winners, including twice Champion Sprinter Housebuster; Champion Sprinter Orientate; Champion Two-Year-Old Filly Eliza; Canadian Horse of the Year Peaks and Valleys, Canadian Horse of the Year Mt. Sassafras, etc. As a broodmare sire, Mt. Livermore is already responsible for the dams of 53 stakes winners, 12 of them group or graded.

Lavender Sky is half-sister to the stakes winning and group placed Mystic Melody, three-parts-sister to stakes winner Yaya, and half-sister to stakes winner Numaany. She is three-parts-sister to Dreamalong, who was beaten only 1 ¾ lengths in the 2009 Del Mar Oaks (gr.I) and who remains in training for 2010.  She is also a half-sister to a ’08 Seeking the Gold colt and ’09 Bernardini colt. Munnaya is three-parts-sister to stakes winning and group placed Sheer Reason, and half-sister to stakes winning and group placed Mall Queen. 

Lavender Sky’s granddam, the Alydar mare, Hiaam, won the Princess Margaret Stakes (gr. III) at Royal Ascot. Hiaam is a daughter of Kamar, a Champion racehorse, a Broodmare of the Year, and the dam of four graded stakes winners, including, in addition to Gorgeous, Canadian Champion and classic winner Key to the Moon, the Kentucky Oaks (gr. I) heroine Seaside Attraction, and the three time grade one winner Gorgeous. Through her daughters and granddaughters, this wonderful foundation mare is also already ancestress of nearly 30 stakes winners, including Champions Fantastic Light (like Lavender Sky, by a son of Blushing Groom), Golden Attraction and Desert Lord, and grade one winners Cape Town, Flashing and Swift Temper.

Kamar’s dam, Square Angel, is a stakes winner who also produced graded one winner Love Smitten, and graded winner Stellarette, and is additionally ancestress of Champion Swain (by a son of Blushing Groom), grade one winners Cuddles, Whobegotyou, and Tap to Music, and classic sire, Northern Afleet. The family traces via Windfields Farm foundation mare, Nangela, and Sybil’s Niece – a three-parts-sister to Northern Dancer’s sire, Nearctic – to the “peerless” Pretty Polly. A winner of 22 of her 24 starts, including the English Filly Triple Crown, Pretty Polly is renowned as one of the greatest racemares and foundations mares of all time.

Lavender Sky is open to cross with almost any commercial sire line, and we can note that there are at least 16 stakes winners by Northern Dancer line stallions out of Mt. Livermore mares (including through Storm Cat, Danzig, Dixieland Band and Deputy Minister) and 17 stakes winners by Mr. Prospector line stallions out of Mt. Livermore mares (including through Fappiano, Forty Niner, Gone West and Carson City).
